uando estaciondmos o carro no parque da Casa-Museu
Dr. Hermes, ndo pude deixar de sentir uma sensagéo
de curiosidade a borbulhar dentro de mim. A ideia de
visitar um local que alberga uma colegéo Unica sobre a histéria da

medicina, criada pelo Dr. Hermes Castanhas, era entusiasmante.

Enquanto nos dirigiamos para a entrada, fiquei maravilhado com
a beleza e a simplicidade do edificio e do espago envolvente. A
imagem exterior era uma mistura de arquitetura moderna e
tradicional, de despretenséo e de plenitude, o que me fez pensar
nos tesouros que se escondiam no seu interior e que nos iam
ser revelados. Foi-nos mostrada uma impressionante variedade
de livros e instrumentos médicos, alguns dos quais com vdrias

décadas e séculos de existéncia. Os cicerones desta visita guiada

contaram-nos histdrias e curiosidades interessantes sobre as
origens destes instrumentos e a sua utilizagdo na profissdo médica

ao longo dos tempos.

A medida que famos percorrendo as vérias salas, pisos e pegas
expostas, senti uma profunda admiracédo pela dedicacédo e paixao
que o Dr. Hermes Castanhas teve de ter para construir uma
colegdo téo extensa e tdo preciosa com espécimes fascinantes e
surpreendentes, inéditos em relagdo a tudo o que eu ja tinha visto

antes.

Quando safmos do museu, ndo pude deixar de me sentir grato
pela oportunidade de testemunhar uma colegéo téo Unica e pelos

esforgos feitos pela equipa de curadores.



A revolucdo técnico-cientifica foi a forca motriz dos progressos
notdveis a que assistimos em vérios dominios. Provocou uma
mudangca significativa na forma como as coisas séo feitas e tornou
possivel a realizagdo de feitos que antes eram considerados
impossiveis. Com o advento das novas tecnologias, assistimos
a uma passagem do dominio da imaginagdo para o dominio da
realidade. O que antes parecia um produto da nossa imaginagao
faz agora parte do nosso quotidiano, e tudo isto gragas aos
esforcos de cientistas e profissionais que ousaram explorar novos

horizontes.

Um dominio em que o impacto da revolugdo técnico-cientifica
foi particularmente profundo é o da medicina. O aparecimento
de novas tecnologias e técnicas médicas revolucionou a forma
como abordamos os cuidados de satde. Do nascimento a morte,

testemunho do progresso que alcan¢gdmos.

A importéncia destes objetos, por si, ndo deve ser exagerada. Nao
sdo apenas artefactos, séo simbolos do engenho e da perseveranca
humanos. Sédo a materializagdo do génio humano. Quando vemos
estes objetos expostos num museu privado, temos um vislumbre
da Histéria da Medicina e do progresso que foi feito ao longo dos
anos. Oferecem-nos uma nova perspetiva sobre o caminho que
j& percorremos e o que ainda podemos alcancar. Estes objetos
ddo-nos uma sensagéo de espanto e admiragdo, ndo soé pelo seu
valor histérico, mas também pela sua relevancia no mundo de

ontem e no de hoje.



O museu, tal como nos foi explicado, ird desenvolver uma
vertente basilar com o Servico Educativo. Ora, a disseminacdo
do conhecimento para a construgdo de novos publicos e ‘novas
curiosidades’ para a Ciéncia e a Cultura Cientifica, serédo também
de enorme relevancia e condicédo basilar para que as pegas ganhem
novas e outras vidas. Com o projeto expositivo em curso, cuja
relevancia cientifica e abordagem interdisciplinar se encontram em
desenvolvimento, poderemos ter novas reflexdes sobre a Histdria,

a preservacao e a valorizagdo do patriménio associado & Medicina.

Na dimenséo apresentada pela Fundacdo Casa Hermes, trata-se de
fazer com que este tesouro possa integrar a economia criativa do
Pal's, que é, alids, j& uma marca distintiva de Aveiro. Ao pretender
associar-se a Capital Portuguesa da Cultura, titulo que Aveiro
ostentard em 2024, o novo Museu de Medicina e Saldde desenvolvera
uma vertente de marketing territorial que o titulo confere a esta

regido.

O atual projeto que nos foi apresentado pelos mentores da
Fundacdo Casa Hermes, em Aveiro, visa salvaguardar a integridade
da colegdo, promover a cultura das ciéncias médicas e, com
esta base, dar também énfase a iniciativas varias de formacéo
e de intervencgéo social. Assim, serd possivel continuar a olhar e
estudar o passado, ajudando-nos a perceber que um médico tem
multiplas facetas de continua e continuada intervengdo social,
civica, cientifica e histdrica.

Unique memories
with a future

hen we parked the car at Casa-Museu Dr. Hermes, |
couldn’t help but feel a sense of curiosity bubbling
up inside me. | was excited by the idea of visiting a
place that is home to the unique collection created by Dr. Hermes

Castanhos on the history of medicine.

As we approached the entrance, | marvelled at the beauty and

simplicity of the building and the surrounding space. The building’s

exterior was a blend of modern and traditional architecture,

unpretentious and yet rich, which made me think of the treasures

hidden inside that were about to be revealed to us.

We were shown an impressive array of books and medical
instruments, some of which date back several decades and even

centuries. The tour guides told us some fascinating stories and

interesting facts about the origins of these instruments and their

use in the medical profession throughout the ages.

As we browsed the various rooms, floors and exhibits, |
felt a profound admiration for the dedication and passion
that Dr. Hermes Castanhas must have had to build such
an extensive and valuable collection of intriguing and
astonishing pieces. | have never seen anything quite like it
before. When we left the museum, | felt extremely grateful for the
opportunity to experience such a unique collection and for the

efforts made by the team of curators.

The techno-scientific revolution has been the driving force behind
the remarkable progress we have witnessed in various fields. It has

brought about a significant change in the way in which things are



done and made it possible to accomplish feats that were once
considered impossible. With the advent of new technologies, we
are now seeing a shift from the realm of the imagination to the
realm of reality. What once seemed a product of our imagination
is now part of our daily lives. This is all thanks to the efforts of

scientists and professionals who dared to explore new horizons.

Medicine is one area in which the impact of the techno-scientific
revolution has been particularly profound. The emergence of new
medical technologies and techniques has revolutionised the way in
which we approach healthcare. From the moment we are born until
the moment we die, we benefit from countless medical specialities
that have discovered, stored, studied and valued objects of use that
have become an integral part of modern medical practice. These
objects are no longer just tools used by healthcare professionals,
they are now a window into the past and bear witness to the

advancements we have made.

Indeed, the significance of these objects cannot be emphasised

enough. They are more than mere artefacts: they are symbols of

human ingenuity and perseverance. They are the embodiment of
human genius. When we see these objects on display in a private
museum, we get a glimpse into the history of medicine and its
evolution over the years. They offer us a new perspective on how
far we have come and how far we might still go. These objects fill
us with a sense of awe and wonder, not only for their historical
value, but also for their relevance in the world of yesterday and

today.

The museum, as was explained to us, will develop a fundamental
aspect with its educational service. The dissemination of
knowledge to reach new audiences and provide ‘new curiosities’
for science and scientific culture will also be highly relevant and a

basic condition for the pieces to gain new life.

The current exhibition project, whose scientific relevance and
interdisciplinary approach is currently being developed, may lead
to new insights into the history, preservation and appreciation
of our medical heritage. The Casa Hermes Foundation intends to

integrate this treasure into Portugal’s Creative Economy, which



is already a distinctive brand of Aveiro. By aiming to become
associated with the Portuguese Capital of Culture, a title that
Aveiro will hold in 2024, the new Museum of Health and Medicine
will develop a form of regional marketing that the title bestows on

this region.

The current project presented to us by the mentors of the Casa
Hermes Foundation in Aveiro aims to safeguard the integrity of
the collection, promote the culture of medical science and, on
the basis of this, also emphasise various initiatives for training
and social intervention This will enable us to continue to examine
and study the past, helping us to understand that a doctor has
many facets of continued and continuous social, civic, scientific
and historical intervention. A doctor’s role is to care for and help
others using whatever technical and scientific developments are
given to us in each era. This is, in fact, the humanist matrix of being

a doctor that is materialised here.

The Portuguese Medical Association (Ordem dos Médicos)

therefore highlights the merit of the challenge initiated by

Dr. Hermes de Oliveira Castanhas who, with his estate and
shrewd spirit as a collector from the time when he studied
Medicine in Coimbra, offers us a unique memory of the

medical practice of our ancestors.

I would also like to thank the family of Dr. Hermes on behalf of the
Portuguese Medical Association and society as a whole, for their
commitment in putting together a collection comprising almost
1800 pieces from 20 medical specialities and revisiting our past

and its context.

It is an honour to write the foreward to this catalogue, which
takes us to a near future and to a place where history, science
and technology merge with the knowledge that is built and shared.
History and its treasures can be food for utopia. | hope this
museum has a bright and sunny future filled with new and exciting

challenges. ®

m Novembro de 1989, fazia eu, entéo, parte da organizagéo

do VII Congresso Nacional de Medicina da Ordem dos

Médicos que teve lugar na Fundagdo Calouste Gulbenkian.

Competia-me organizar ai uma exposicdo significativa sobre a
Histéria da Medicina em geral e da medicina portuguesa em
especial. Seria a VI Exposicdo da Histéria da Medicina. Nao se me
afigurava tarefa facil pois as anteriores tinham sido de pequena
dimenséo, de caracter documental e predominantemente sobre
a histéria recente da profisséo. Podia contar com algumas pegas
do Museu Maximiliano de Lemos, gragas a colaboragdo da
Professora Amélia Ferraz, Directora do mesmo. Sé que ndo eram
suficientes para uma exposicado de cariz significativo. Sabendo
que o Dr. Hermes Castanhas, ilustre colega ginecologista e

obstetra, que em Aveiro exercia a sua especialidade, possuia e

cuidava de uma extraordindria colecgdo museoldgica de medicina,
pedi-lhe ajuda. De imediato o Dr. Hermes Castanhas se prestou a
trazer grande parte da sua coleccdo, sendo toda, para a Gulbenkian
fazendo que a Exposi¢céo fosse um ponto alto do congresso, a
qual foi muito apreciada por inUmeros visitantes, médicos e ndo
médicos, que se confessaram rendidos a qualidade e diversidade

da mesma.

Os anos passaram e o Dr. Hermes Castanhas continuou a dedicar-se
e a aumentar a sua colecgdo que se transformou na notével Casa-
Museu com o nome do seu fundador, localizada em Aradas, Aveiro
que com mais de 1800 pecas reline os mais diversos artefactos de
cariz mais ou menos cientifico, imagfistica, livros, tratados e outros

objectos que ao longo dos séculos dao conta da histéria de uma



profisséo que foi sempre fundamental para a sociedade onde se
insere. Infelizmente falecido em 2015, a sua obra ndo desapareceu
nem se dispersou e assim, gragas aos seus continuadores, a Casa-
Museu constituird o ndcleo central do projecto Skope - Museu de
Medicina e Sadde, que incluird também um ndcleo de investigacdo
em Histéria da Medicina e uma zona dedicada a promogéo da

salde.

O Dr. Hermes Castanhas, para além de ser um prestigiado médico
e um homem de cultura, honrou a sua profissdo investigando e
divulgando o seu passado, fazendo e preservando a sua histéria.
Entendeu e bem que a chamada pequena histdria, a histéria
de uma ciéncia, ou de uma profissdo, torna mais perceptivel e
esclarece melhor a grande Histéria. Ao preservar, com profundo
conhecimento do seu significado e fungdes, as pecas que
coleccionou e soube expor, o Dr. Hermes Castanhas deu um
contributo importante para a Histéria da Medicina portuguesa

e, consequentemente, a histéria da sociedade portuguesa ao

dar visibilidade aquela. Seguiu alids o exemplo maior de notéveis
médicos historiadores que desde o século XIX abordaram aspectos
diversos da Histéria da Medicina portuguesa, como Maximiliano de
Lemos, Luis de Pina, Augusto Silva Carvalho, Ferreira de Mira, Mério
Carmona, José de Vasconcelos e Menezes e outros. Todos eles
com notdveis obras de consulta e leitura obrigatdria, mas nenhum,
exceptuando o Professor Maximiliano de Lemos, coleccionando as
provas palpéveis dessa mesma histéria com rigor e conhecimento,

como o fez o Dr. Hermes Castanhas.

A sua memoria, ao homem, ao médico e ao historiador que t&o bem
soube preservar a memdria da Histéria da Medicina portuguesa,

presto tributo de merecida admiragdo e homenagem. ®



Tribute to Dr. Hermes
Castanhas

n November 1989, | was involved in the organisation of the Vi

National Congress of Medicine of the Portuguese Medical

Association, which was held at the Calouste Gulbenkian
Foundation. | was responsible for organising a major exhibition
on the history of medicine in general and, more specifically, of
Portuguese medicine. It was to be the VI Exhibition of the History
of Medicine. This was no easy task, given that the previous
exhibitions had been on a much smaller scale, of a documentary
nature and were focused predominantly on the recent history of
the profession. Thanks to the collaboration of Professor Amélia
Ferraz, the Director of the Maximiliano de Lemos Museum, | was
able at least to count on some pieces. But there were not enough
of them for an exhibition of this scale. Knowing that Dr Hermes
Castanhas, an eminent gynaecologist and obstetrician colleague,

who practised his speciality in Aveiro, owned and curated an

extraordinary museological collection of medicine, | turned to him
for help. Dr. Hermes Castanhas immediately offered to bring a large
part of his collection, if not all of it, to the Gulbenkian, making
the exhibition a highlight of the event. The exhibition was greatly
admired by countless visitors, doctors and other professionals,

who were amazed at the quality and diversity of the collection.

Over the years Dr. Hermes Castanhas continued to dedicate
himself to expanding his collection, which was transformed into
the remarkable Casa-Museu, named after its founder and located
in the parish of Aradas in Aveiro, Portugal. Featuring over 1800
pieces, it brings together a diverse range of artefacts of a more
or less scientific nature, imagery, books, treaties and other objects
which, over the centuries, tell the story of a profession that has

always been fundamental to the society in which it operates.



Unfortunately, Dr. Hermes Castanhas died in 2015, but his work has
not been forgotten and, thanks to his successors, the Casa-Museu will
form the central nucleus of the Skope - Museum of Health and Medicine,
which will also include a centre for research into the history of medicine

and a space dedicated to the promotion of health.

Besides being a prestigious doctor and a man of culture, Dr. Hermes
Castanhas honoured his profession by researching and spreading the
knowledge of its past, making and preserving its history. He rightly
understood that the so-called small history, the history of a science,
or of a profession, makes the larger history easier to understand. In
preserving the pieces he collected and exhibited, and thanks to his
profound knowledge of their meaning and functions, Dr. Hermes
Castanhas made an important contribution to the history of Portuguese
medicine, and consequently to the history of Portuguese society by
bringing them into the limelight. He followed the leading example of
renowned medical historians who, since the 19th century, have examined
different aspects of the history of medicine, such as Maximiliano de
Lemos, Lufs de Pina, Augusto Silva Carvalho, Ferreira de Mira, Mario
Carmona, José de Vasconcelos and Menezes, among others. They have

all published notable reference books that are compulsory reading, but

none of them, with the exception of Professor Maximiliano de Lemos,
have collected the tangible evidence of this same history with rigour

and knowledge, as Dr. Hermes Castanhas has done.

| hereby pay tribute to his memory, to the man, the doctor and the
historian who succeeded so well in preserving the memory of the history

of Portuguese medicine. ®



Casa visitada

uando visitamos a Casa de alguém, entramos

inevitavelmente no universo privado de quem a habita.

Somos convidados a um certo nivel de intimidade,
privando com objetos que foram tocados, pecas de mobilidrio
gastas pelo tempo, memdrias em forma de retratos inscritas nas
paredes ou sobre mesinhas. Podendo ser grande ou pequena,
faustosa ou modesta, visitar uma “casa” é visitar a vida de alguém.
Por isso séo tdo inesqueciveis as visitas aos paldcios da Ajuda,
Queluz ou Pena, como a casa dos Patudos em Alpiar¢a ou da
irma Lucia em Aljustrel - ndo depende da monumentalidade ou

qualidade artistica, mas da alma que a guarda.

A primeira vez que entrei na casa de Aradas, outrora casa de um

brasileiro de “torna viagem”, entrei pelo jardim e fui recebido por

uma cadela simpética. Dei a volta a casa deixando o pogo a minha
direita e uma Araucdria meia “mutilada” por um trovéo, a esquerda.
Dando assim a volta a casa, atravessava-se um barracdo e mais um

anexo depois de uma “latada”, entrando pela porta de tras.

Entrei nesta casa pelo lado intimo, reservado aos “da casa”. Foi
também dessa maneira que entrei na vida e na histéria da familia
do Francisco Castanhas, filho do Dr. Hermes Castanhas que nos
acabava de deixar. As coisas desarrumadas nos seus lugares,
testemunhavam a intimidade de uma vida que se interrompeu e
que o Francisco me quis ainda mostrar sem pudor, porque queria
que conhecesse o que restava para conhecer do seu pai. J& na
volta exterior, tinha apreciado a “pele” de um edificio modesto,

mas de formas puras, e irrepreensiveis simetria e proporgéo. Mas



o “esqueleto” seduziu-me no exagerado pé-direito, os papéis
de parede “importados” para lugar de encontro a volta da mesa
de jantar, as cores garridas das carpintarias ao gosto da época
das proficuas casas de “brasileiro” na zona de Aveiro - com a
prevaléncia de algumas matizes verdes, verde/azuladas, amarelos
e grenats - e as “escaiolas” e estuques “acarinhados” em pequenos
restauros ao longo da vida, claro esta, mais exuberantes no lado

contrério da casa, disposto a entrada formal e salas para visitas.

Foi, porém, no sétéo, do tamanho de uma casa inteira, que conheci
a colecéo que ja me tinha sido mostrada no catdlogo de parte
de um espdlio bem fotografado, assim como ao seu colecionador.
As pegas visiveis dispunham-se em vitrinas empoeiradas, todas
misteriosas, muitas de expressdo imediatamente dolorosa, outras
como que fazendo parte de um alfabeto por decifrar. Cole¢des

de objetos contundentes, incisivos, drenantes, perfurantes,

penetrantes, regurgitantes, inalantes, organizados por tamanhos,
portanto por niveis de alcance e acesso a corpos e almas por

socorrer.

A uma certa curiosidade, confessadamente sédica, associou-se-
me também um certo deslumbre estético, quer pela repeticdo
sequencial de objetos a lembrar as absurdas disposicdes
nas estantes de arqueologia no Cairo, quer pelo desenho de
instrumentos quase sensuais que se adaptam a anatomia de partes
escondidas do corpo humano. Nada disto terd sido a motivagéo
deste colecionador, certamente. Interessou-lhe a funcéo, a histéria
dos objetos e da evolugdo das terapéuticas, a possibilidade de
guardar, relacionar e mostrar as pegas, cuja fungdo cientifica é
reveladora de tanta sabedoria e engenho acumulados. Moveu-o
certamente um sentido de responsabilidade maior, entre preservar

pecas com as quais se cruzou, adquirindo-as e estimando-as, e o



legado interpretativo que estas sugerem - no fundo o amor ao
“conhecimento” que nunca abandona aquele que entrega a sua

vida a ciéncia.

Porque se reconhecia como bastante estimavel esta colegdo, havia
que prolongar este ciclo comegado pelo pai, assim o Francisco,
movendo-se por lhe prolongar a vida e obra como que a procura

de um dltimo afago, deitou méos a obra, e convidou-me a ajuda-lo.

Aldeia da Casa é uma ideia muito forte, porque a casa é contentor
e contelido deste museu, ou seja, o Dr. Hermes Castanhas foi um
médico de proximidade, a sua vida privada confunde-se com a sua
atividade profissional como em tantos outros casos de médicos
que, até tantas vezes especialistas, tornavam-se pela necessidade
médicos generalistas de familias inteiras, acompanhando vérias

geragdes do nascimento a morte. Por isso, familias e ambientes

domésticos sdo o cendrio ideal para retratar o “médico cuidador
- a sua vida, a sua obra e a sua colegdo - tudo congregado num
lugar que, sendo o seu, era aberto ao “outro” e assim perdurando
numa casa que, agora vestida de azul e branco, nos fala sobre um

saber universal.

Ent&o por isso, entramos no seu espago privado, onde a atmosfera
da sua casa denuncia a sua presenga - dos jardins a cada uma
das divisées - o olhar do médico anfitrido repousou tantas vezes
sobre os mesmos tetos, as portas e as paredes, que agora se vém
pintadas das matizes que j& |& estavam - agora menos saturadas
- que foram usadas para escurecer o espago, tornando-o mais
intimista, introspetivo e apropriado a modulagcdo tematica de
um percurso museoldgico. Por vezes a cor é usada com exagero,
cobrindo todas as paredes e tetos, denunciando uma intervengéo

contemporénea, assim como a marcada distingdo entre os véos

existentes e o estilo “minimalista” em que foram abertas novas
passagens entre divisdes ou a disposicdo das infraestruturas
de iluminacdo, cablagem e ar condicionado que, aproveitando o

magnifico pé-direito, se expdem sem reservas.

Por fim o sétéo, que é o lugar mais alto da casa e simultaneamente
o mais escondido e secreto, foi em tempos o lugar onde se
guardou a colecdo. E agora um espaco voltado para o futuro,
aquele futuro que é luminoso de esperanga e que vé em todas as
diregbes - por isso sobre o soalho de esteira marcado pelo tempo,
toda a estrutura de madeira foi pintada de branco, mostrando a
“anatomia” ou o “esqueleto” da casa revelado pela luz das quatro
janelas viradas aos pontos cardeais - simbolizando a universalidade
do conhecimento e a luz da revelacdo cientifica que se perspetiva

a cada descoberta. ®



Visited Home

hen we Vvisit someone’s home, we are inevitably

entering the private universe of its inhabitants. We are

invited to share a certain level of intimacy, to be privy
to objects that have been touched, pieces of furniture worn down by
time, memories in the form of portraits displayed on the walls or on
tables. No matter how big or small, how grand or humble, visiting a
“home” is like visiting someone’s life. This is why visits to the palaces
of Ajuda, Queluz or Pena are as memorable as those to the Casa dos
Patudos Museum in Alpiarca or Sister Lucia’s house in Aljustrel - it is
not the monumentality or artistic quality that matters most, but the

soul watching over it.

The first time | entered the Portuguese colonial-style house in the
parish of Aradas, Aveiro, once the home of a Brazilian, | entered
through the garden and was greeted by a friendly dog. | walked
around the outside of the house, with the well on my right and a

monkey puzzle tree, half “mutilated” having been struck by lightning,




on my left. On my way, | passed a shed and another annex after a trellis,

and then went in through the back door.

| entered this house through the intimate side, the side usually reserved
for members of the household. This was also the way in which | entered
the life and history of the family of Francisco Castanhas, son of Dr. Hermes
Castanhas, who had recently passed away. His things, scattered all around
just as he had left them, bore witness to the intimacy of a life that had
been interrupted. This is precisely what Francisco wanted to show me

unabashedly, because he wanted me to know what was left of his father.

On my tour of the outside of the house, | had already admired the “skin” of
a modest but pure building, with irreproachable symmetry and proportion.
But the “skeleton” seduced me with its exaggerated high ceilings, the
wallpapers “imported” to decorate the place where everyone gathered
around the dining table, the garish colours of the carpentry work aligned
with the “Brazilian” houses in the Aveiro region - with the prevalence of
some green hues, greeny blues, yellows and maroons - and the “escaiolas”
mural painting adornments and stuccoes that have been added lovingly
during small restoration projects over the years. These were, of course,
more lavish on the opposite side of the house, positioned at the formal

entrance and living rooms.

It was, however, in the attic, the size of an entire house, that | discovered
the collection that | had already seen in the catalogue listing part of a
well-photographed collection, just like its collector. The visible pieces
were arranged in dusty showcases, all of them mysterious, many looking
immediately painful, others seeming to be part of an alphabet yet to be
deciphered. Collections of blunt, incisive objects for draining, piercing,
penetrating, regurgitating and inhaling, arranged by size, therefore
according to the degree of reach and access to the bodies and souls to

be saved.

| felt a sense of curiosity, admittedly sadistic, but also a kind of aesthetic
fascination, both for the sequential repetition of objects, reminiscent of
the absurd arrangement of the archaeology shelves in Cairo, and the
design of almost sensual instruments that adapt to the anatomy of the
hidden parts of the human body. Certainly, none of these aspects would
have been what motivated this collector. He was interested in the function
and history of the objects, and in the evolution of medicine. He was keen
to preserve, catalogue and display the pieces, whose scientific function
reveals so much accumulated wisdom and ingenuity. He was certainly
driven by a greater sense of responsibility, between preserving the pieces
he came across, acquiring and treasuring them, and the legacy that the
interpretation of them would suggest - ultimately the love of “knowledge”

that never leaves those who dedicate their lives to science.



Since this collection was recognised as quite remarkable, it was important
to Francisco to continue the work started by his father. Thus, eager to
prolong the life and work of his father, as if in search of one last caress,

Francisco got down to work and invited me to help him.

The idea for the house is very strong, because the house is both the
container and contents of this museum. In other words, Dr. Hermes
Castanhas was a local doctor, whose private life was intertwined with his
professional activity, as is the case with so many doctors who were often
specialists but, out of necessity, became general practitioners for entire
families, accompanying several generations, from birth until death. For
this reason, families and domestic environments are the ideal setting to
portray the “caring doctors” - his life, his work and his collection - all
brought together in a place that was his own, open to “others” and so
remaining in a house that, now clad in blue and white, speaks to us of

universal knowledge.

And so, we enter his private space, where his presence pervades the
whole atmosphere of this house - from the gardens to each of the

rooms - his gaze having rested so many times on the same ceilings, doors

and walls, which are now painted in the hues that were already there -

now less saturated - and used to darken the space, making it more

intimate, introspective and appropriate to the thematic modulation of a

museological journey. Sometimes colour is exaggerated, covering all the
walls and ceilings, suggesting a contemporary intervention, as well as the
marked distinction between the existing openings and the “minimalist”
style in which new passages between rooms were opened up or the layout
of the lighting, cabling and air conditioning infrastructures which, taking

advantage of the magnificent ceiling height, are fully exposed.

Finally, the attic, the highest part of the house and also the most hidden
and secret, was once the place where the collection was housed. It is now
a space facing the future, a future that is bright with hope and that looks
in all directions - which is why the entire wooden structure on the mat floor
marked by time has been painted white, showing the “anatomy” or the
“skeleton” of the house revealed by the light of the four windows facing
the cardinal points - symbolising the universal nature of knowledge and

the light of scientific revelation that is anticipated with each discovery. ®

tornando-a num espago singular e enriquecedor da propria

colecéo.

Em 2018, apds a morte do fundador, coube ao filho, Francisco
Miguel Castanhas e a sua familia, repensar o futuro da colegéo e
da Casa-Museu Dr. Hermes, com o objetivo de dar continuidade ao
projeto iniciado pelo seu pai, engrandecendo-o e alargando o seu

propdsito.

he story of the Casa Hermes Foundation begins with a
doctor from the Portuguese city of Aveiro, Hermes de
Oliveira Castanhas (1932-2015), who dedicated his life to
gynaecology and obstetrics with as much heart and soul as he did
to collecting. He had a diverse range of interests, but the history
of medicine was his main focus. He wanted to know more about
the history and stories of medicine, learn about the past lives
of doctors and health professionals and he wanted to share his

knowledge. It was a passion that became a lifelong mission.

The collection encompasses objects, medical, clinical and scientific
apparatus, books, paintings, sculptures and furniture from different
areas related to medicine and health sciences, from various eras
and origins, which can tell a plural, transversal and multidisciplinary
story of society, science, medicine, politics, architecture, culture

and mindsets.

The sharing of knowledge acquired over five decades was constant
through each object. First in exhibitions dedicated to the history of
medicine and later in Casa-Museu Dr. Hermes, the family’s private

museum in Aveiro, since the 1990s.
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The museum was located in Quinta de Aradas, a property acquired
in 1976 from the Chaves da Maia family, who had previously
emigrated to Brazil. On their return, they built a house in the style
of “brasileiro de torna viagem”, which is phrase in Portuguese
that roughly translates to “brazilian returnee”. It typically refers
to returnees who, having accumulated wealth or valuable
experience abroad, bring back new ideas, architectural styles,
and construction techniques. The property therefore highlights
architectural features from other times and places, making it a

singular space, and enriching the collection itself.

In 2018, after the death of the founder, it was left to his son,
Francisco Miguel Castanhas and his family, to rethink the future
of the collection and the Casa-Museu Dr. Hermes museum, with
the goal of giving continuity to the project initiated by his father,

ennobling it and broadening its purpose.

First and foremost, the desire to preserve the integrity of the
collection hastened the decision to set up the Casa Hermes
Foundation. This foundation was established to continue the
legacy represented by the medical collection and, at the same time,
to promote, develop and support initiatives of a cultural, scientific
and social nature in the following fields: the protection and
promotion of historical, artistic and natural heritage, education,
research, health, disease prevention and control, promotion of
entrepreneurship, innovation and development, and charity and

social solidarity.

The Casa Hermes Foundation is a foundation governed by private
law, established with exclusively private assets, whose legal
personality was acquired through recognition granted by Order No.
M76/2022, of 2 September, issued by the Office of the Secretary

of State of the Presidency of the Council of Ministers.



In 2020, work commenced on the design of the new Museum of
Health and Medicine, or Museu de Medicina e Saude as it is called
in Portuguese. “Skope” is an ambitious project created within the
remit of the Casa Hermes Foundation and based on the collection
of the Casa-Museu Dr. Hermes museum. The narrative of the history
of medicine and the appreciation and sharing of the collection is
now accompanied by the desire to promote health education in a

space of knowledge on the history of medicine and health.

Alongside education, the Casa Hermes Foundation bases its activity
on pillars of action in the areas of social responsibility and training,
strengthening literacy in the field of health and recognising the

value of the groups to whom it is dedicated.

This project is only possible and will continue to be so, with the
collaboration of the excellent professionals who have joined us
in embracing this challenge. From the team that drives the Casa

Hermes Foundation forward each day, to all the external teams

who, in their areas of expertise, enhance the project every step of
the way. The support of all the institutions who generously agreed
to help us in making this project a reality, and whose contribution

has been decisive in every achievement, is also fundamental.

We are especially grateful for the encouragement of our families

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ermes de Oliveira Castanhas nasceu em Vilarinho do Bairro,
Anadia, Portugal, a 16 de margo de 1932, licenciou-se em
Medicina, na Universidade de Coimbra, em 1960, e foi mobilizado
para Angola, como médico miliciano, entre 1962 e 1964. Fez as
especialidades de ginecologia e de obstetricia na Maternidade
Alfredo da Costa, em Lisboa, e exerceu clinica na Maternidade

Byssaia Barreto, em Coimbra, e nos Hospitais de Agueda e Aveiro.

Por serum colecionador reconhecido, Hermes de Oliveira Castanhas
foi nomeado, no ano de 1993, membro do Nucleo de Histdéria da
Medicina da EAGO - European Association of Gynaecologists and
Obstetricians, entretanto redenominada de EBCOG - European

Board & College of Obstetrics and Gynaecology.



ermes de Oliveira Castanhas was born in Vilarinho do Bairro,
Anadia, Portugal on 16 March 1932. He studied medicine
at the University of Coimbra and graduated in 1960, after
which he was mobilised to Angola as a militia doctor between 1962
and 1964. He specialised in gynaecology and obstetrics at the
Alfredo da Costa Maternity Hospital in Lisbon, and practised in the
Byssaia Barreto Maternity Hospital in Coimbra, as well as in the

hospitals of Agueda and Aveiro.

The pieces he collected, which he liked to call “perfections of the
past”, revealed stories that fascinated him to such an extent that
what started as a hobby soon became a mission: to learn more and

share the fruits of his knowledge.

He travelled tirelessly up and down the country, visiting exhibitions,
flea markets and antiques shops, in a never-ending search for
anything that would uncover new information about the history

of medicine.

His wife Lena Marilia Castanhas, a biologist, teacher and naturally
inquisitive person, was a constant presence by his side, helping him
with all aspects related to the collection and its promotion. As a
scientist, she was heavily invested in this project, convinced that
there is nothing more enriching than broadening the horizons of

knowledge and then being able to share it.

In 1993, Hermes de Oliveira Castanhas, now a recognised collector,
was appointed member of the Medical History Group of EAGO -
European Association of Gynaecologists and Obstetricians, which
has since been renamed EBCOG - European Board & College of

Obstetrics and Gynaecology.

ollowing the example of 19th century doctors, Hermes
de Oliveira Castanhas dedicated a great deal of his life
to collecting medical antiquities and to spreading the
knowledge of the history of medicine. He built up his collection over
a period of five decades and, between 1984 and 2007, he shared it
at congresses and conferences, in Portugal and abroad, working
with institutions such as the Portuguese Medical Association,
the Calouste Gulbenkian Foundation and the Presidency of the

Portuguese Republic.

In the 1990s, the collection was given its very own exhibition
space of around 400m? in the family home in Aveiro, a 19* century
Portuguese colonial-style house, where the pieces were carefully
organised by medical specialities. This museum space was

affectionately named Casa-Museu Dr. Hermes (meaning House-

Museum of Dr. Hermes) by its founder and was honoured by the
Aveiro City Council as a Monument of Municipal Interest (MIM) in
2013 in its public notice no. 7/2013, signed by Elio Manuel Delgado

da Maia, who was president at the time.

The museum collection has been growing over the years, not
only through the acquisition of pieces, but also through private
donations, especially from institutions associated with medicine,
and often from the heirs of doctors keen to enhance the value of

the instruments left behind by their ancestors.

In 2020, an inventory of the museum collection was made by
CulturAge, a company that specialises in scientific museology,
among other things. It concluded that the collection comprises

around 1800 pieces, which date from the 16 to the 20 century,

the oldest piece being the work “Medici Physici Praestantissimi

curationum medicinalum”, by Amato Lusitano, dated 1580.

In terms of classification, this collection fits into the supercategory

pieces of various types and specialist areas: anaesthesia,
pharmaceutical sciences, surgery, general practice, cardiology,
electromedicine and radiology, nursing, stomatology, physiology,
gynaecology, laboratory, neurology, obstetrics, ophthalmology,
otorhinolaryngology, paediatrics and pneumology. This collection
also includes objects related to popular medicine and the art and
